• Share in long-range planning for Christian formation and discipleship 
• Lead and administer educational and nurturing opportunities for children 

including: 
o Time for Young Disciples during worship 
o Little Lights – (Children’s Sunday School) 
o Vacation Bible School 
o Nursery Care 

• Lead youth programs including: 
o Oversee, equip, guide, and support youth group leaders 
o Organize and plan church and youth events and retreats 
o Work with the Pastor on the Confirmation program 

• Assist in coordinating adult studies programs including: 
o Sunday morning study groups 
o Men’s Bible Study and Women’s Study groups 
o Theology on Tap 
o Prayer Groups 
o Study opportunities during Advent and Lent 

• Attend weekly staff meetings 
• Serve on the Christian Formation Committee as an ex-officio member and staff 

resource 
• Fulfill other duties as assigned by the Pastor or Christian Formation Committee
